Weaverling Spit is located in Fidalgo Bay which in (insert 

year) was registered as an aquatic reserve. In (insert year) 

the beach experienced an extreme storm system resulting 

in segment of  rip wrapped beach to become severely 

undercut by erosion. This prompted the Tribe and the 

department to take immediate action due to the risk of  

losing important resources. These resources include surf  

smelt and other forage fish spawning habitat, (fish 

important to the diet of  salmon) and an important clam 

resources. This section of  beach is under multiple 

ownership, therefore it became imperative for the tribe to 

partner with the city and private landowners to initiate 

phase 1. Phase 1 of  the shoreline restoration included 

removal of  rip wrap, (a common armoring method that 

depletes beaches) hauling in the correct substrate, 

regrading the beach gradient to those favorable for key 

species, removal of  invasive species including Himalayan 

blackberry and planting native species that will eventually 

provide shade to the beach.  

In the fall of  2010 the department received funding to augment the 

current restoration site with seven planting beds that will eventually 

provide shade to an additional 600ft of  shoreline adjacent to the 

previous project. Shade is important because without it the beach 

reaches temperatures too high for forage fish eggs to survive. The 

department is currently seeking funding to expand the previous 
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include similar activities as the previous further extending the 

ecological value of  this shoreline.  
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
