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Lake Campbell  is a shallow lake located in Skagit County, WA. It is a popular recreation site for anglers and 

boaters. The Samish Indian Nation purchased property near the lake many years ago. This purchase 

provoked the Tribes interest in the lakes water quality standards. In April of 2007 DNR began collecting 

water quality samples of all the inflow and outflow creeks. Fecal coliform, nitrate, nitrite, total phosphorus, 

and turbidity are collected by a grab sample. The department also monitors dissolve oxygen, pH, specific 

conductance, and continuous temperature. The purpose of this study is to identify potential water quality 

and public health threats by working with the Lake Management District. 
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
